2. PURPOSE. To provide guidance to Civilian and military personnel assigned to or under the 
command of the Parks Reserve Forces Training Area (PRFT A) Commander regarding the 
feeding of Wild or Feral Animals. 

3. APPLICABILITY. These procedures are applicable to Civilian and military personnel 
assigned to and under the operational control of the PRFT A Commander. 

4. POLICY. Department of Defense Directive 4715.1 sets policy for the protection of personnel 
from disease and property from damage. This memorandum clarifies and expands on policy set 
forth in the above references. 

a. No wild animals are to be fed in the cantonment area ofPRFT A. 

b. If food is found outside of a building, the building manager will be contacted and directed 
to remove the food source.
